Describe the disciples you are making in measurable terms.

In order to determine if you are making progress in the area of making disciples, you must outline some specific characteristics that indicate spiritual maturity.

The following describes 4 primary behavioral areas of a mature disciple, in measurable terms. It is provided as a starting point for your congregation to use as you describe what being a mature disciple is in your context.

When determining your criteria, ensure the steps are measurable, and then ensure you do measure it. An effective measurement tool is a survey, where specific questions are asked that help you determine how people assess their own progress in the area of spiritual maturity.

The Spiritually Mature Disciple
“You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, and all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment. A second is equally important: Love your neighbor as yourself.” Matt. 22:37-39

The spiritually mature disciple at Immanuel demonstrates an increasing love for God and people by:

· Drawing others to Christ

· Maintains a list of unchurched/unbelieving friends with whom he or she intentionally relates in order to bring them to church and to Christ.

· Participating in community with other Christ-followers

· Is regular in church attendance

· Participates regularly in small groups

· Living to serve others

· Serves people in the congregation

· Serves people in the community

· Serves people in another culture or country

· Knowing and obeying Scripture

· Is involved in disciplined, ongoing study of the Bible

· Can cite a recent change in thoughts, attitudes or behavior as a result of his or her Bible study
